The main problematic aspect of links between international migration on one hand, and
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) on the other hand in Cenftral Easter Europe CEE
(including Lithuania) is that asylum, migration and integration policies do not reflect /
localize SDGs at national level, while policies on sustainable development do noft reflect
international migration.

Therefore, the underlying aim of LoCaB project is fo raise awareness on links between

inequalities with cross-cutting approach on international migration and encourage local
actors to localize SDGs.
